Apologies for absence: There were no apologies for absence.

Peter Webb declared an interest in Brook Village Hall.
 
Minutes of the Meeting on 18th June 2009 were approved as a true record.

Matters Arising from Previous Minutes
Bob Scarfe has repaired the light on the driveway to the village hall.  Thanks were expressed to him for undertaking this.
Peter Webb reported that he had purchased and applied the weed killer to the village hall driveway.

Playground update
The bark chippings have been delivered and they have been spread as appropriate by Bob Scarfe, Jackie Mortiboy, Tracey Block, Mr Thompson and Mr Mortiboy also assisted, their assistance is appreciated and they are thanked for this.

Wyecycle - update
Richard Honey reported that since the last meeting the letter he had written had been delivered and he had received 45 responses so far with a majority of 8:1 in favour of Wyecycle continuing their service as it is.  There was some discussion about the how Wyecycle could operate in the future, this will be discussed again.

Repairs to the driveway to the Village Hall
Repairs are required to the driveway, Tony Alcock asked for volunteers – Tony Dunn agreed that he is willing to assist and Mr Mortiboy was also volunteered to assist.  It was agreed that Bob Scarfe does so much for the village already that he should not be involved in this project other than for direction.

School Parking Update
Jackie Mortiboy had visited the Police van and PC Waterman had agreed that there would be a Police presence at the school when the school returns in September.  The Head teacher is trying very hard to resolve some of the parking issues and it is hoped that they will be alleviated by her new plans for delivering and collecting children from school.

Goal Posts
The school has donated its old goal posts and Tom Kemp has kindly transported them for the Parish Council, they will be erected in the autumn.  Thanks were given to Tom Kemp for undertaking this.

Governor to the School - invitation
Teresa Redfern invited one of the Parish councillors to become a Governor at the School.  Peter Webb agreed to undertake this role

Any Other Business
The bollards and byway sign in the three ways area have still not been replaced, the subsidence at the Blacksmiths Arms in Willesborough also needs reporting as does the sign outside Terrys Wood on the road and the school sign, the Clerk will report these to Highways.

Jackie Mortiboy queried why Blackwall Road has been resurfaced when there are unfilled pot holes in Brook, the Clerk explained that the resurfacing works are paid for from a different budget than that used for pot hole repairs.

The condition of the brook has deteriorated again, it was agreed that the Clerk would ask Environmental Services to inspect and follow up with residents following the letter they sent out earlier in the year.

The ownership of the land on the way to the culvert was discussed, the Clerk is to try and find out whose responsibility it is to cut this.

Richard Honey suggested that the Parish Council look into the plan for Tenterden and the rural areas.  He also gave an update on the future of Wye College as it is at this moment and also on the lorry park plans.

The next meeting was confirmed as Thursday, 20th August 2009, the Clerk would like any items for the agenda by Monday 10th August, please.
